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6th Sense Art Gallery opens the exhibition "Perspectives on Painting", a collective of five 
artists  (Antonio  Tamburro,  Marco  Tamburro,  Manovella,  Cristian  Battista  Karenina 
Fabrizzio) whose pictorial languages other than meet in a perfect harmony of form and 
color images , resulted not only from pure imagination even by careful  observation of 
reality. In each of the exhibited works, ranging from abstract to figurative and clear the 
relationship  between  the real  and  the visionary element,  between  the  real  world  and 
surreal. 

Antonio Tamburro was born in 1948 in Isernia. He attended the Accademia di Belle Arti 
in Naples. In 1968 he moved to Rome and completed his studies at the Accademia di Belle 
Arti  in  Rome  Tamburro  begins  to  exhibit  their  work  in  several  prestigious  galleries, 
enjoying some success by audiences and critics.

1988 sees 
him in the wake of the Tour of Italy at the invitation of the Organizing Committee, to 
produce a cycle of paintings on the theme of cycling, then exposed in the cities affected by 
stages. Three years later, his staff entitled "The Tamburro Juliet" is set up in the striking 
setting of the house of Juliet in Verona. That same year, Tamburro exhibited in Germany, 
in Hamburg and Toronto. In 2000 a series of his works are on display at the exhibition "Art 
Miami 2000".
